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Abstract

Discourse Analysis and Redemptive

History in Colossians 2

Prof, Dr, Youngmog Song

This paper integrates discourse analysis (or ‘colon analysis’
in South African term) as a literary hermeneutical method and
redemptive-historical interpretation as a historical-theological
method in an examination of Colossians chapter 2. Then study
of the redemptive history of Colossians 2 is implemented based
on the discourse analysis of the text. The reason for choosing
Colossians2 is that it clearly manifests the eschatological reality
of salvation through the Christ-event and the union of the Church
with Christ. The redemptive message of Colossians 2 proved
by the discourse analysis is that all encompassing salvation as
an eschatological reality through Christ-event accompanies

anti-Jewish and anti-Roman messages.
